¢ In the fourth paragraph, it would be great to hear what your hopes are for the future.
What are your hopes and fears? What are you hoping to do when you are older?

e Conclude your letter and sign off.

In November you will be able to have an opportunity to write
again, but then it will be to your Year 6 teacher, to say “Hello” and tell them all you've been
up to at the Archer Academy.
